MOTION: Linda Dumont moved that the minutes of the 2009 AGM be adopted.

4. VOTING PROCEDURE AND QUORUM

Robert Pacey explained that each club is allowed one vote per team to a maximum of ten (10) votes. Proxies were collected: JER – 8, BEN – 6, SPC – 7

6. FINANCIAL REPORT

Cindy Lee went through her report stating that the Vancouver Squash League was in a stronger financial position this year than the last. The profit of $3807.19 reversed a six year trend and was attributable to a combination of a reduction in league expenses and last season’s team fee increase.

Cindy and the VSL Board agreed to present a budget for the upcoming season at next year’s AGM.
7. RULES - Clarifications and amendments

i) Rule 2.1.2 > Div 1 Open relegation: 1 up & 1 down?


MOTION: Linda Dumont moved that a rule change (from two team relegation to one team relegation in Division 1) be referred to the board to view historical data and then to make recommendations for 2011/2012 season. Open division one and division two captains will be surveyed and their decision will be final. A two-thirds majority will be required to pass.

Seconded by Melanie Jans. Carried.

ii) Rule 3.1.3 > Using Quick Draws rankings for roster placement?


It was generally felt that Quick Draws was not the answer for roster placement issues until ALL clubs and ALL players had access to Quick Draws for league, tournament and ladder matches. 

No motions were tabled but the Board agreed to discuss, with Owen Smith and Quick Draws, the possiblity of a “VSL Club Ladder” where ALL members of the VSL would be able to enter “friendlies” in an attempt to further strengthen the data of the rankings program.  

iii) Rule 3.1.6 > Spares eligibility


It was agreed that the rules governing spares eligibility did not require further rules or ammendments.

iv) Rule 4.1.3 > Women’s Div only spare options?


No discussion or motions.

v) Rule 4.2.2 > Automatic penalties for using non-members


MOTION: Robert Pacey moved that a “non-member” (defined as someone without a Squash BC membership), as opposed to a true “default”, not be able to record any points for a match and, in addition, be penalized an automatic one point. The VSL will take the club sign-up grace period into account and allow captains to reverse the automatic results if the “non-member” is signed up within one week of playing.

Seconded by Andrew Lynn. Carried.

vi) Rule 6.2 >
VSL scoring systems


MOTION: Andrew Lynn moved that all Open divisions adopt PAR 11 and that all Women’s divisions adopt PAR 15.

Seconded by Steve Lawton. Carried.

NOTE: The current “official” PAR 15 scoring system will be used in which players choose “Set 1” or “Set 3” when tied at 14-14. With “Set 1” the game ends when one player reaches 15. With “Set 3” the game ends when one player reaches 17.  

8. WRAP PARTY 

Robert Pacey gave a report about this year’s event which was held at Hollyburn Country Club. The matches were exciting and the “vibe” courtside was excellent. It was agreed that the Board would solicit bids from clubs, and choose a date for the event, earlier in the season so that the event could be advertised more thoroughly. 

9. 2009/ 2010 BOARD OF DIRECTORS ELECTIONS

Vanessa Van Hove announced that she would be stepping down as Women’s Representative. No nominations for the position were put forward.

Alison Oxton was nominated, and approved, as a member of the board.

10. NEW BUSINESS

Robert Pacey mentioned that Fitness Unlimited has changed ownership and will now be known as the Richmond Sports Club. 

Advertising space is now available on the VSL website at a cost of $75 per month (including design.)

Thanks were given to Bentall for offering to repair the Div 1 Season trophy and an appeal was made for historical information on past winners.
The meeting was adjourned at 8:05pm.
